Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4:00PM.  

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  Chuck Jacob was recognized and made a presentation about his recent investigations of the airport property north of Route 73. Mr. Jacob is an historian and had found several interesting sites in this area that may be of historical or archeological significance.  The committee asked him to look into it further and report back any specifics he finds.
APPROVE AUGUST 11, 2014 MINUTES:  Bill Jones moved and Maynard Curtis seconded to approve the minutes.  Approved  4-0-3.
AIRPORT MASTER PLAN UPDATE:

a. AMPU Subcommittee meeting October 6, 2014 updated: Kathy Allain briefed the committee on the subcommittee meeting.  Stantec and FAA were present and had made some suggested changes to the draft, most significant was to not put the extra 200’ on the south end of the runway, but to increase the north end by 400’ and to include the extension of the taxiway to the end of the addition.  Also, it was suggested by public comment input that the master plan should include development of a non-precision approach to runway 21, with appropriate lighting, to include PAPIs.  The 6 members of the subcommittee had voted to support each major element of the new preferred alternatives draft.
b. Bill Maddox moved and Bill Jones seconded a motion to recommend the County Commission approve the draft for public release and set a public meeting date to gather comments on the updated draft. (November 18, 6pm at the OHTM was suggested). Approved 7-0

c. It was discussed that this was not necessarily a vote to support the master plan, as some members wanted to review it more fully before voting to support.  The APAC will meet at 5:30pm, just prior to the public meeting, to take a formal vote to support the master plan.

APPOINTMENT FOR DISTRICT #2 SEAT, to REPLACE JOHN CURTIS IN JANUARY.  Bill Maddox moved and Maynard Curtis seconded to recommend the timeline and press release to the County Commission. Approved 7-0.
COMMENTS/QUESTIONS:  The red and white obstruction poles laying on Dublin Road were discussed.  The poles were designed to be mounted on and off airport property to mark tree growth penetrations to the approach transitional surfaces to runway 31.  All but one will be placed on airport property.  The other one has been delayed until the affected property owners can be contacted to decide if they want the pole or are willing to have their trees topped.
