TOWN OF OWLS HEAD REQUEST TO THE COUNTY COMMISSION.  The selectboard from Owls Head has request an additional seat be created on the APAC, to be filled by the Town of Owls Head.  They are on the Commission’s January 14, 2014 agenda to discuss their request.
