MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  Kathy called the meeting to order.

PUBLIC INPUT: Ken Wexler discussed the ByLaws and Charter changes.  He wished he had been specifically invited to attend the two previous APAC meetings to discuss the changes with the committee before they were forwarded to the County Commission.  He identified some specific issues he had with the APAC recommendations.  He did not think term limits should be eliminated, he felt making balance and diversity “primary goals” was too strong – he agreed they were important, but not ‘primary’, and he felt the ByLaws should establish specific deadlines for the nomination process.   
APPROVE MINUTES from December 12, 2011:  Pennie Alley moved passage of the December minutes, Kevin Waters seconded and they were approved 7-0.

APAC By Laws/Charter Changes:  Commissioner Carol Maines updated the Committee on the status of the review and approval.  The Commission plans to act on the changes at their February meeting, giving Mr. Wexler time to make comments thru the County Administrator and allow the County to get a legal review before deciding on the changes.
CALL FOR NOMINATIONS: Bill Maddox moved for the APAC to formally call for nominations to fill the Environmental Seat, Business Seat and District #3 Seat; to release the draft press release (attached); to authorize the Airport Manager to send notifications to the District #3 towns, County Chambers of Commerce, Sierra Club, Georges River Land Trust, Friends of Midcoast Maine, Island Institute, Friends of the Weaskeag and Coastal Mountains Land Trust; and to recommend the County Commission approve the timeline (attached), issue a call for nominations at their February meeting and release the information to the press.  Dale Flint seconded the motion and they were approved 8-0.
DISCUSS LANDSCAPING PROJECT(S) FOR 2012:   The airport manager advised the committee he had $6,000 approved for landscaping.  The committee recommended using those funds to put grass into the parking lot islands (replacing the mulch) and to purchase some picnic tables and chairs for the outside observation/gazebo area.
QUESTIONS AND PUBLIC COMMENTS: Ken Wexler was given additional opportunity to discuss his opinion on the ByLaw changes and the process used to make those changes.
