Mr. Northgraves opened the meeting with a review of the history of the APAC and the creation of the By Laws and Charter.

The committee selected Kevin Waters as the Chair and Bob Hirsch as the Vice-Chair.  Kevin Waters then chaired the discussion.  The committee determined their task (from the County Commission through Carol Maines and the Owls Head Selectboard through Chair Dick Carver, articulated at the last APAC meeting) was to examine options that could insure Owls Head and South Thomaston would always have a resident on the APAC.  7 options were discussed:

1. Add a seat to the APAC, the new seat would be an Owls Head Seat and the Nearby Neighbor Seat would become the South Thomaston Seat

a. This would require a change to the By Laws and Charter

b. This should be reviewed by the other APAC stakeholders

c. This would satisfy the task

2. Any time Owls Head or South Thomaston did not have a resident in one of the existing seats, the Selectboard (OH or STH) would create a Letter of Agreement with one of the individuals on the APAC to represent the town and periodically report back to that selectboard/town.

a. This would not require a change to the By Laws or Charter

b. This would not require review by the other stakeholders

c. This does not truly satisfy the task, as understood by the committee

3. Change the Environmental Seat to require it to be filled by either a South Thomaston or Owls Head resident (the opposite of the Nearby Neighbor Seat)

a. This would require a change to the By Laws and Charter

b. This should be reviewed by the other stakeholders

c. This would satisfy the task

4. Add two seats to the APAC, the new seats would be an Owls Head Seat and an Island Seat (the Nearby Neighbor seat would become the South Thomaston Seat).

a. This would require a change to the By Laws and Charter

b. This should be reviewed by the other stakeholders

c. This would satisfy the task

5. Create an extra (non-permanent) seat any time Owls Head, South Thomaston or the Islands do not have a resident on the APAC.

a. This would require a change to the By Laws and Charter

b. This should be reviewed by the other stakeholders

c. This would satisfy the task

6. Require the County Commission to insure there is always a resident from OH, STH and the Islands on the APAC

a. This would require a change to the By Laws and Charter

b. This should be reviewed by the other stakeholders

c. This would satisfy the task

7. Do nothing as this is an unusual situation and the District 1 and Nearby Neighbor Seats represent Owls Head and South Thomaston, regardless of their town of residency.

a. This would not require a change to the By Laws or Charter

b. This would not need to be reviewed by the other stakeholders

c. This would not satisfy the task

Bob Hirsch and Kathy Allain will meet with Mr. Carver to discuss these options and some of the issues associated with changing the By Laws and Charter.  If this meeting can be scheduled in the next week, the subcommittee will meet again, prior to the APAC meeting on March 17.  Tentatively, the next meeting is March 17 at 3PM.
