Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4:38PM.
WELCOME ElAINE CLARK TO THE APAC:  Elaine has resigned from her post with the Town of Warren and believed she would also be required to leave the APAC.  The APAC did not agree, unless she decided her new job would make it too difficult to remain, the Town of Warren formally withdrew their support or the County Commission removed their appointment.  The APAC requested the Airport Manager refer the question to the County Commission.
Note: Subsequent to the APAC meeting the County Commission agreed Ms. Clark could remain on the APAC, unless she felt she could not fulfill her duties or the Town of Warren withdrew their support.  Commissioner Parent volunteered to confirm with the town, they still support her on the APAC.

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  Chair Alley recognized our guests and gave them an opportunity to comment/ask questions.
APPROVE January 12, 2015 MINUTES:  Bill Jones moved & Kevin Waters seconded to approve.  Approved  5-0-1.


Note: February 9, 2015 meeting was cancelled, Chair Pennie Alley authorized an electronic vote to recommend the time-line and press release for this year’s member nominations and appointments.  Bill Jones, Dick Witherspoon, Maynard Curtis, Kevin Waters, Dale Flint, Elaine Clark and Pennie Alley all voted to recommend the press release and the time-line for filling these three seats:

i. Environmental Seat: Bill Jones, eligible for another two terms

ii. District #3 Seat: Dick Witehrspoon, eligible for another three terms

iii. Business Seat: Bill Maddox, has served three full terms

NOTE: APAC requested the airport manager ask nominees who were not appointed be invited to join one of the sub-committees. Subsequent to the meeting, the County Commission supported the APAC recommendations and appointed Vivian Newman, Dick Witherspoon and Gregory Peet.  The airport manager sent letters of congratulations and regrets.  He also asked Steve Corson and Eva Murray to attend the next meeting and join one of the sub-committees.
REVIEW APAC BY LAWS RE-WRITE:  Bill Maddox moved and Kevin Water seconded to concur with the re-write, with one modification. Approved 5-1.  (Bill Jones did not agree with the re-write because it gives District #1 three seats, diluting the representation from the other Districts).  The APAC requested the re-write be distributed to all the towns in the County for a 30 day review and comment period prior to presentation to the County Commission for final approval on June 9, 2015.
PUBLIC COMMENTS/QUESTIONS: Sub-Committees were reviewed for a re-look at the next meeting.  Airport Manager discussed the only Airport Improvement Project (AIP) project planned for this year: The mil and repaving of runway 13/31.  The request for bids was advertised April 6 and the bids will be opened April 29, 2015. 

Note: Subsequent to the meeting, Lane and Pike both bid on the project, the apparent low bid was Lane Construction with a 12 day shut-down schedule.  Their bid was about $140K lower than Pike and $40K lower than the engineer’s estimate.  The grant was submitted to the FAA on April 30th (Total Project = $1,965,000; FAA = $1,768,500; State and County = $98,250 each)
