Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4:32PM.  

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  Charlie Siletti noted the Owls Head Selectboard was meeting at 4PM to make their  recommendation for the District 1 Seat (Either Bob Hirsch or Maynard Curtis).  Mr. Siletti asked us to delay our recommendation vote until after the Owls Head Selectboard had voted.  Mr. Siletti left our meeting to attend the Owls Head meeting and subsequently returned with their decision to recommend Maynard Curtis.
APPROVE MARCH 17, 2014 MINUTES:  Kevin Waters moved and Bill Jones seconded.  Approved  7-0.
REVIEW BY LAWS  RELOOK SUBCOMMITTEE ACTIVITY:  Kevin Waters and Bill Jones presented the subcommittee’s recommendation (approved 5-0), from their meeting just prior to the APAC meeting.  Kevin Waters moved and Bill Maddox seconded to recommend this solution to the County Commission (Approved 7-0):
"Fully recognizing the salience of the airport to Owl's Head, South Thomaston, and the island towns (and plantation), APAC strongly recommends to the Knox County Commissioners that they attempt to appoint APAC members in such a way that Owl's Head, South Thomaston and island-community residents always occupy seats on APAC.  In the event that, nevertheless, at any time, the Commissioners' appointment process, as stipulated in APAC's Charter and By-Laws, fails to produce an APAC with representation by a resident of each of Owl's Head, South Thomaston and the island communities, then APAC recommends that the Commissioners designate an APAC member to be specifically charged with communication with and representation of any of those three communities left without a resident member."
SEAT APPOINTMENT NOMINATIONS:  Kevin Waters moved and Bill Maddox seconded a motion to recommend to the County Commission (Approved 6-0-1):

Pennie Alley (South Thomaston) be reappointed for a second term to the Nearby Neighbors Seat (2017)


John Curtis (Thomaston) be reappointed for a second term to the District #2 Seat (2017)


Shane Burns (Appleton) be reappointed for a second term to the Airport Business Seat (2017*2014)

After Mr. Siletti returned with the Owls Head Selectboard’s recommendation, Kevin Waters moved and Bill Jones seconded a motion to recommend (Approved 7-0):

Maynard Curtis (Owls Head) be appointed to fill the vacant District #1 Seat (2016)

COMMENTS/QUESTIONS:  It was noted the County Districts have been realigned and beginning January 2015, Thomaston will no longer be in District #2.  The County Commission will probably discuss this when they make the appointments and John Curtis’ appointment may be impacted.  (*NOTE: subsequent to the APAC meeting, the County Commission did reappoint John Curtis, but only until the end of 2014)
