Airport Manager Reviewed the Appointment Process:  The By Laws require nominations to be submitted to the APAC, so the nominee packets can be staffed before they are forwarded to the County Commission for appointment.  The press release for this cycle allowed nominating bodies/individuals to make nominations directly to the County Commissioners right up to the day of their meeting.  The Commission has asked for all nominations to be sent through the APAC, so future press releases will request nominations be forwarded in time for the APAC meeting the month prior to the Commission’s April meeting.  There was also a delay by Owls Head in naming their seat because they were also able to nominate someone for the District #1 Seat.  The County Commission has requested the District #1 Seat, the Owls Head Seat and the South Thomaston Seat be appointed in different years to eliminate this concern in the future, so the District #1 Seat was only appointed for 2 years to put it after the South Thomaston Seat is filled in 2017 and before the Owls Head Seat is filled in 2019.

Airport Manager Reviewed Manpower Changes:  Long-time employee, Maintenance Supervisor Bill O’Brien retired, after 40 years maintaining the airport, on April 30, 2016.  Note: subsequent to the meeting, Mr. Mark Kunz, who has been the Full Time Airport Maintenance worker for the last 5 years, was promoted to the fill Mr. O’Brien’s vacant position.  Mr. Joe Norris (a recent part-time hire) was selected to fill Mr. Kunz’ vacant Full-Time position.
