CHAIR PENNIE ALLEY APPOINTED: Kathy Allain to the Chair of the Community Relations/Environmental 

Subcommittee; Kevin Waters to the Chair of the Operations, Maintenance and Safety Subcommittee; and

Bill Maddox to the Chair of the Business Plan Subcommittee.

AIP GRANTS: Airport Manager updated the members on the 2013 AIP Grant projects submitted for funding (FAA == 
    90%, State = 5% and County = 5%):

Wildlife Fence: $892K; Road: $170K;SRE Truck: $48K; Avigation Easements: $444,444

CAPE AIR SURVEY.  A copy of the survey Cape Air is doing to help determine who our riders are, where they come 

from and where they are going.  When the survey is complete, Cape Air will provide an update.
TSA REIMBURSEMENT:  TSA has changed their reimbursement formula and will only reimburse our Law 

Enforcement Officer (LEO) costs for two hours per flight.  We had previously averaged 11.5 hours per day –

starting last October, we are only getting paid for 6 hours/day in the winter and 9 in the summer.  This will

decrease our annual reimburse by $50K.  The Manager and the County Administrator have briefed Angus King’s

staff on the problem and the broken process.  We are waiting for a response from his office.
AVIARY CAFÉ:  The Craigs have requested to be released from the last two years of their contract.  The airport 

Manager expects the County Commission to approved their request.  We will be advertising for new 
management.
COMMENTS/QUESTIONS: Ken Wexler expressed his dissatisfaction with the committee membership.  He pointed
out there is no longer any Owls Head representation on the committee.  He also, again expressed his 
dissatisfaction with the Budget Rent-a-Car signage, the parking of rental cars on the grass and wanted to know 

when we were going to start charging landing fees now that the airport is recording the Unicom frequency.  The 

airport manager indicated the parking issue and the sign issue had been dealt with through the OH CEO and select

board and he did not intend revisit those topics.  The committee agreed the airport manager should not get

between a business and the town in regards to ordinance compliance issues associated with signage.  The airport

manager also told Ken Wexler, the ability to record Unicom transmissions does not give us the ability to identify

or bill aircraft that land at night.
