Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4PM.  

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  Kathy Allain, Greg Peet and Chuck Hartman stayed for the APAC meeting following their Environmental/Community Relations Sub-Committee (E/CR SC) meeting.
Janice Bland made a presentation on the Airport Master Plan Update process.  The current project will from November 2012 until April 2014.  The Environmental/Community Relations Sub-committee will be working closely with Stantec to schedule and advertise public meetings over the next year.  Several of these meetings will be during normal APAC meetings.  Two of the forums will be stand-alone, formal informational meetings, probably held in the Owls Head Transportation Museum.
APPROVE MINUTES from September 10, 2012:  Bill Maddox moved passage of the September minutes, Bill Jones seconded and they were approved 5-0-1. 
Kathy Allain reviewed the meeting of the E/CR SC meeting held just prior to the APAC meeting:  
Mr. Northgraves updated the APAC on the County Budget Schedule and his submission to the Administrator:  

The Administrator will submit his proposal to the Commissioners on October 19 at 8:30am.  The budget will be presented to the Budget Committee on October 25 at 5:00pm and the Airport budget will be reviewed by the Budget Committee on November 8 at 5:00pm.


The Manager’s proposal includes another 4 hours a week for the Administrative Assistant (in line with the Manpower Study and the Airport Business Plan) – currently the County Administrator is not supporting this increase.  The proposal also includes $25,000 for Capital Improvements to be added to the Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) funds to allow the County to pay its’ 5% match for FAA’s Airport Improvement Program grants, which are about $1M/year.  Our share doubled this year because of federal mandates.  Even with these increases, longevity and CPI increases to pay scales, the airport expecting to decrease the taxpayer impact by about $10K, as a result of expected revenue increases.
