RECOGNIZE GUEST:  The meeting was held just prior to the Master Plan Update and several members of the public, Stantec, the County Commission and the Owls Head Selectboard were also in the room during the meeting.
APPROVE OCTOBER 14, 2013 MINUTES: Marjorie Stratton moved and Bill Jones seconded.  Approved 5-0-1
CONSULTANT AGREEMENT (expires next July):  Bill Maddox moved to recommend to the County Commission approval of the RFQ and advertisement, Bill Jones seconded, Approved 6-0. 
MASTER PLAN UPDATE: Following the APAC meeting, Erv Deck from Stantec presented the Draft Master Plan update through chapter 5, including the recommended alternatives section.  The Public Forum was well attended (about 100 attendees) and comments and questions were made from several supports and some concerned members of the public.  The public was given until December 18, 2013 to make comments and/or suggestions for incorporation into the Master Plan.
COMMENTS/QUESTIONS: Bill Jones discussed the County’s Budget approval and the close vote on the airport’s portion of the budget.  
Ken Wexler questioned why only members of the public that supported the Master Plan draft spoke at the County Commission meeting on November 12, 2013 and wanted to know how they knew about the contents of the draft if it was not released until the meeting.  Kathy Allain reminded him that anyone could have made comments as the County Commission meetings are always open to the public and public comment is allowed during specific times on the agenda and at the discretion of the chair.  Jeff pointed out the draft document was not releasable to the public until the Commission approved its release, but the contents were briefed during two public meetings on October 14 (both attended by Mr. Wexler) and the contents of the draft could be passed on verbally by/to anyone.
