[bookmark: _GoBack]AIRCRAFT MOVEMENTS:  TOTALS BASED ON RADIO TRAFFIC:  The radio recording program allows us to estimate total airport traffic, based on an average number of radio calls per takeoff, landing and ground movements.  I think the decrease indicated from last January is an anomaly – I suspect the ground vehicle radio calls were higher than the algorithm predicts, because of snow plow efforts.  The extra radio calls erroneously increased the aircraft estimates.
