MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  Kathy called the meeting to order.

NO PUBLIC INPUT: 
APPROVE MINUTES from Feb 14, 2011:  John Newcomb moved approval of the amended minutes and Kevin Waters seconded the motion.  Minutes approved 5-0.

PART 139:  The County Commission voted to surrender our Certificate.  Their letter and the actual certificate have been sent to the FAA.  We remain certified until they advise us they have terminated our certificate.  Since we intend to keep much of our ACM valid, we have sent in some changes.  The Airport Manager suspects they will formally make our changes before they officially terminate our certificate.
APAC NOMINATIONS, TIME TABLE:  We have nominations from Downeast, the Flying Club, the Town of Owls Head and the Town of South Thomaston.  Since we have competition for the Nearby Neighbors Seat, Kathy recommended we ask those two nominees to fill out a short questionnaire.  The members suggested three questions: 1. Short Bio, 2.
