Jeff Northgraves called the meeting to order at 6PM.
Erv Deck from Stantec presented the draft EA slides (attached).
PUBLIC COMMENT/QUESTIONS: Several questions and comments from the public.  Primary concern  centered around a domino theory.  If we make the changes to the RSA, to accommodate the larger aircraft (CII) that are using the airport, where will it stop?  Will we be forced to make changes to accommodate much larger aircraft (747s and DII aircraft)?  It was pointed out the changes to the RSA would only be required when/if the airport reaches 500 operations/year of those type aircraft, larger aircraft could not use the airport because of other restrictions and D aircraft RSA criteria is the same as CII requirements.  There was also concerned expressed because an option to alter the Dublin Road and Ash Point Drive roads, to accommodate the increased RSA, was included in the EA.  This option is not being recommended but is required to be considered to ensure the alternative analysis process valid.
Public comments also included phrases like: “If these are safety improvements and requirements, we need to try to accommodate them”.

NEXT STEPS: Stantec will finalize the draft EA and send it to FAA for comment.  When we have an FAA approved draft, it will be presented to the public for a 30 day comment period.  During the comment period another public meeting is planned for November 14, 2016, 6pm at the Owls Head Transportation Museum.  (Subsequent to the October meeting, FAA coordination required the public meeting to be rescheduled for December and then January and an APAC meeting was scheduled for December 12th at 4:30pm in the Airport Conference Room).
