AIRPORT MANAGER INTRODUCED THE CONSULTANT SELECTION PROCESS
1. FAA Process
a. Recommend Committee to evaluate
b. Qualification Based 
c. Five years (current contract with Stantec: July 1, 2014 – July 1, 2019)
2. County Commission/Administrator Executes the FAA approved contract
3. Process should begin Nov/Dec 2018 with by advertising the Request for Qualifications (RFQ)

ASH POINT/DUBLIN ROAD FENCE REPLACEMENT DESIGN REVIEW with STANTEC: The APAC Scheduled a review of the fence plan with Stantec on March 19 for any interested parties.

Subsequently, the presentation by Stantec was publicized (Airport Web Page & Facebook pages and in Village Soup) and was held on March 19.  The members and the public present requested Stantec to relook at the fence line to decrease the ‘zig-zag’ appearance and to provide an updated fence plan and the planting portion of the plan to everyone at the presentation.  The update, with the planting plan, was provided electronically to the attendees on April 3, 2018 and forwarded to the Owls Head CEO on April 4, 2018.  The CEO approved the plan and issued a permit on April 6, 2018.

SUB-COMMITTEE DISCUSSION:   The APAC discussed whether sub-committees are ‘committees’ or 
‘working groups’, should have scheduled meetings (and what the frequency should be), if/who should
 appoint members and if there should be any changes to the By Laws.  No decisions were made.

CHANGES TO THE BUSINESS PLAN:  Mike Florance moved and Greg Peet seconded to recommend to the County Commission to change the Business Plan Section 1. Paragraph 3 to add:
	“The APAC Business Plan Sub-Committee will review this document at least annually and if 
necessary, make recommendations for updates to the APAC.  Substantive changes to Sections 1 or 2 
will be recommended to the County Commission for approval.  The APAC may approve updates to Sections 3 through 8.”
APPROVED: 8-0.	

AIRPORT MANAGER INTRODUCED THE EAS SELECTION PROCESS/TIMELINE:  
1. This is a USDOT Process and Decision (including final Execution of the contract)
2. Two or Four years (current contract with Cape Air: Nov 1, 2014 – Nov 1, 2018)
3. Public Feedback to USDOT is solicited but Rockland City Manager and Airport Manager will be requested to provide specific feedback.
4. Process should begin with an RFP from USDOT in May

REVIEW APAC NOMINEES: Roger Peabody moved and Kate Shaw seconded a motion to recommend County Commission re-appoint Maynard Curtis, Greg Peet, Vivian Newman and Dick Witherspoon to their respective APAC seats for 3 years:  APPROVED: 8-0.

PORTLAND JET PORT INITIATIVE TO RECYLE AIRCRAFT  DE-ICING FLUIDS WAS DISCUSSED.

TRAINING FOR APAC COMMITTEE MEMBERS WAS DISCUSSED:  James Cloud and Katie Shaw volunteered (with Ron Vanosdol’s assistance) to put together some short training plans for the Committee.

FUTURE AGENDAS: Airport Manager requested Committee members to think about the process and content for future meetings.  (agenda setting from members & chair? Guest speakers? Is every other month the right frequency?)

PUBLIC COMMENT/QUESTIONS:  Peter Harrison mentioned he had requested and received several documents from the Airport Manager regards 2017 curfew ‘violations’ and environmental inspections and water samplings.
