2. Fence and Planting Plan.  APAC and the public are invited to join the two landscapers in a discussion about the plantings.  Once they have substantially agreed, the County will request the Owls Head CEO to amend the current, approved permit to allow the planting modifications.

Ken Wexler also asked if there was a plan to remove the fill stored in the fenced area between Dublin Road and the terminal.
