MEETING CALLED TO ORDER:  Kathy called the meeting to order.

PUBLIC INPUT: None 
APPROVE MINUTES from May 9, 2011:  Jim Kirstead moved passage of the May minutes, Bill Maddox seconded and they were approved 8-0.

REVIEW AND RECOMMEND LANDSCAPE PROPOSALS:  The Committee reviewed the alternatives and after a discussion decided not to grass in the islands this year (but hopeful it can be included in next year’s budget), Bill Maddox moved to recommend to the County Commission acceptance of a $7000 agreement with Jackson Landscape Services to plant trees between Ash Point Drive and the parking lots and a $3000 agreement with BG Shaw to build and place a gazebo and fence on the north side of the terminal.  Kevin Waters seconded, motion was approved 8-0.
REVIEW PORT OF ENTRY PROGRESS:  The Committee reviewed and concurred with the letters of support from the Airport Manager, APAC Chair and County Commission Chair.  A meeting will be held in Washington DC (later in June) to discuss the proposal with the US Customs and Border stake holders.  We expect a local site visit to follow that meeting. 
REVIEW TERMINAL TENANT PROGRSS:  Blue Yonder Gift Shop will begin operating from the terminal very soon.  Avis Budget has again decided not to locate personnel or vehicles to the new terminal.
