AIRPORT MANAGER UPDATED THE COMMITTEE ON:
1. EAS Selection:  Cape Air was selected for another 4 years
2. Opportunity for additional grant funding in 2018, 2019 and 2020
a. FAA is offering Supplemental Discretionary Funds
b. The Airport/County may request an additional $1M in both 2019 and 2020 to allow aircraft parking apron rehab and new hangar area development to be done in two years rather than spread over four years
3. RFQ for Airport Planning and Engineering Services (2019-2024)
a. Draft RFQ was distributed and reviewed, to be approved/advertised by County Commission, Nov 13, 2018
b. Packages due Jan 9, 2019
c. Board Scoring was planned for Jan 14 but APAC members requested more time from submission to Board.  Updated timeline to Board Score on Jan 28, 2019 with interviews, if required on Feb 11, 2019.
d. County Commission would select on Mar 12, 2019 with a new Agreement effective July 1, 2019.
e. Roger Peabody moved to have the APAC, as a body, board the submissions, Kate Shaw seconded, APPROVED 7-0
4. 2019 Budget submission and process
a. Submitted to County Administrator and Treasurer: Aug 31, 2018
b. Review with County Administrator and Treasurer planned for: Sep 17, 2018
c. To be presented to the County Commission Sept 28, 2018
d. Present to County Budget Committee Nov 8, 2018
e. Public Hearing scheduled for Dec 6, 2018
f. Summary: Increased Revenues and some decreased Expenses should offset some increased Expenses to decrease the tax impact by $25K to $30K.
