SUB-COMMITTEE REPORTS:
1. Environmental: Vivian Newman: plan to meet October 16 please let Vivian know if you would like to be on this committee and if you have any specific agenda items.  
2. Community Relations: Kathy Allain still looking for input on  when/how to release the Master Plan paper.
3. Business Plan: Greg Peet: Recommend County Commission Approve the 2019 Updates to the Business Plan: Mike Florance moved and Vivian Newman seconded the Motion.  Approved 6-0.
4. Hangar Standards: This Sub-Committee has substantially completed its task and is expecting a draft revision to the Airport Rates and Minimum Standards from the Airport Manager, to incorporate their work.

AIRPORT MANAGER UPDATES:
1. Cenergy Solar Panel Proposal: Cenergy is requesting an Agreement with an Option to Lease 14 Acres of Airport property for development of a solar panel farm.  Significant processing, approvals and permitting required and the Option would provide Cenergy the ‘standing’ to explore and complete their due-diligence before executing a long-term option.  The Airport Manager would like the Environmental Sub-Committee to review the County’s options.
2. Parking Fee update: 
· Last update 2014: Planning to increase from $5 to $6
· Considering a more significant increase during summer with Cape Air and PIA able to validate for decreased amount.  Ferry parking is $10/night, so in the summer we are getting a lot of non-airport vehicles filling our lots.
