Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4:32PM.  

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  County Commissioner Carol Maines, Master Plan Update Subcommittee members plus  Ken 
Wexler and Eric Davis (Owls Head Airport Advisory Committee) were present.
PUBLIC COMMENTS/QUESTIONS:  Ken Wexler noted the only revenues received by the town of Owls Head, from 
the airport is about $27,000/year from private hangar property taxes.  Charles Siletti noted the Owls Head 
Comprehensive Plan had done a very well responded to survey and the results were on the Owls Head websit.
APPROVE MAY 20, 2013 MINUTES: Gray Smith moved and Bill Jones seconded.  Approved 4-0-1
AIRPORT MANAGER REVIEWED THE LIMITED RELEASABLE ACCIDENT MEDIATION RESULTS.   
The County was released from all negligence accusations and the County’s insurance policy has agreed to a 
settlement of $5,000 to each victim.  The total mediated settlement was just over $4M, to be paid by the truck 
driver’s insurance, PIA’s insurance, the Bangor ANG Flying Club’s insurance and the County.  The NTSB’s final 
report has not been issued.
Kathy Allain reviewed the progress and schedule for the Master Plan Update (MPU).

AIP GRANTS: Airport Manager updated the members on the 2013 AIP Grant projects submitted for funding (FAA == 
    90%, State = 5% and County = 5%):

Wildlife Fence, Road, SRE Truck and the Avigation Easements Phase I
CAPE AIR SURVEY.  A copy of the survey Cape Air is doing to help determine who our riders are, where they come 

from and where they are going.  When the survey is complete, Cape Air will provide an update.
CONSULTANT AGREEMENT (expires next July):  Bill Maddox move and Gray Smith seconded a motion to use

APAC as a whole to run the process of selecting the new consultant.  The Airport Manager will provide a draft 

RFQ at the next meeting.  Approved 5-0.
COMMENTS/QUESTIONS: Ken Wexler expressed concern that the alternatives for the Master Plan Update had 
Already been decided and he was setting up a meeting with the town to oppose the MPU.  When he was told the 
‘preferred alternatives’ section had not been written, he was surprised.  He was advised the town selectboard 
would be invited to the Public Forum, currently scheduled for November 18, 2013.
