2014 BUDGET SUBMISSION AND SCHEDULE:  The airport manager provided committee members with the draft working documents to be presented to the Budget Committee on October 17, 2013.  The Budget Committee is scheduled to review the airport budget on October 24.  The final budget is scheduled for a public hearing the first week of December.

The Airport manager will send information to the papers, provide documents to the Owls Head and South Thomaston town offices and send information to each town office in Knox (specifically inviting each selectboard/council member to the forum) with the AMPU background and draft highlights.
