Pennie Alley called the meeting to order at 4PM.  

RECOGNIZE GUEST:  Greg Peet and Chuck Hartman stayed for the APAC meeting following their Environmental/Community Relations Sub-Committee (E/CR SC) meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES from May 14, 2012:  Jim Kirstead moved passage of the May minutes, Dale Flint seconded and they were approved 5-0-2.  The notes from July 16, 2012 meeting were reviewed without comment.
Kathy Allain reviewed the meeting of the E/CR SC meeting held just prior to the APAC meeting:  
a. The E/CR SC is planning to coordinate the APAC’s support for the Airport Master Plan Update (AMPU) and discussed the proposed time-line and suggested the APAC meet on October 8th, which will allow Stantec to attend the E/CR SC meeting and the APAC meeting on the same day.  Stantec will provide a review of the process.
b. The Wildlife Fence plan was discussed and the E/CR SC plans to help advertise the need for the project.

Mr. Northgraves reviewed the AIP Projects planned for 2013:  

Obstruction Easements: estimated cost = $450K, estimated County cost = $22.5K


Miscellaneous Pavement Projects (crack sealing): estimated cost = $150K, estimated County cost = $7.5K


Snow Removal Equipment (SRE) purchase (3/4 ton pickup w/plow): estimated cost = $55K, estimated County 

cost = $2.750K

Wildlife Fence Installation: estimated cost = $1.2M, estimated County cost = $60K

Mr. Northgraves reviewed the budget submission he made to the County Administrator:


Current submission proposes asking for about $10K less, from the taxpayers, than last year.  This includes:

a. Increasing the Admin Assist from 28 hours/week to 32 hours/week (increase of about $3350)
b. Paying the maintenance supervisor a merit stipend of about $1750. (Mr. O’Brien is already paid more than the Wage/Step scales instituted last year and therefore, did not receive any pay raise last year and will not receive one this year).

c. A $1000 decrease in Contractual Services costs

d. A $725 decrease in Commodities costs

e. A $46K increase in anticipated revenues

f. A $25K addition to the capital improvement reserve accounts.  The change in the FAA share of AIP projects from 95% to 90% requires the State and the County to increase their project shares from 2.5% to 5%.   The new annual share (to support our entitlement to $1M/year of FAA funded projects) is now $52,632.  Our reserves and Passenger Facility Charge are not sufficient to fund this and $25K per year is now needed to support the projects.
