CAPE AIR ENPLANEMENTS:  Cape Air’s enplanements for February were nearly 15% lower than last February.  Part of the decrease is due to one less day in February this year, most of the decrease can be to ridership.  Last year the aircraft that departed here were, on average, 53% full, this year they were only 48%.
