February enplanements were up by less than 5% over last February.  We lost about the same number of departures to weather as last year, but last year there were also 7 Operations/Maintenance cancels.

Projects:  Two projects were completed last year:   1. AIP Grant (Total = $160K, FAA = $144K, County and State = $8K each) to recover Reimbursable Agreement funds already provided to the FAA Facilities Office.  2. AIP Grant (Total = $951K, FAA = $856K, County = $53.5K and State = $47.5K.   Final inspection was completed on February 6, and will be closed-out in the Spring, after a couple of  punch list items are completed.

We have presented our proposal to the FAA and MDOT to compete for the additional funding in 2019 & 2020, to consolidate our Apron Rehab phases I, II, and III plus pavement construction for the new Hangar Area.  Using available Airport Surplus, PFC plus $60K from budget, in each year, we will be able to fund our share of the projects.   We are still waiting for the national competition, by FAA, to be completed.  The scoping meeting was completed on Feb 6 and 60% design will be submitted  in early March.  We will put the project out to bid in late March and seek local permitting (MDEP permitting is complete) in April or May.
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
