ENPLANEMENTS:  
CAPE AIR ENPLANEMENTS:  Cape Air’s July enplanements were 1½ % higher than last July but was the highest July since Cape Air began flying from here and our highest July since 2001 (1200).  There were more weather cancels this year so this increase is a direct result of increased ridership.  This year Cape Air’s load factor (percent of available seats that were filled) was over 74% (that is very high), last year the load factor was less than 72%.
