Projects:  The FAA made two grant offers in July and the County has accepted both.   1. AIP Grant (Total = $160K, FAA = $144K, County and State = $8K each) to recover Reimbursable Agreement funds already provided to the FAA Facilities Office for design and inspections associated with the relocation of their equipment to facilitate the runway extension and an increased Runway Safety Area.  2. AIP Grant (Total = $951K, FAA = $856K, County = $53.5K and State = $47.5K) for the second phase of the runway extension (Phase I was completed last year). 
The  FAA announced a Grant call for additional AIP eligible projects for FY2018 and another for FYs 2019 & 2020.  The additional grants (for “primary airports” like RKD) are still 90% funded by the FAA.  Stantec is working to see if our 2019 & 2020 AIP project (Apron Rehab phase I and II) can be consolidated into one year, this would require an additional local share in 2019 (shifted from 2020’s plan).  (note: the specifics of these extra grants have been updated since the last report)
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
