CAPE AIR ENPLANEMENTS:  Cape Air’s enplanements for September were down 3% from last September, caused nearly exclusively by weather and construction at Boston.  Last September only 12 flights were cancelled (134 flights departed RKD), this September 31 were cancelled (119 flights departed RKD), nearly all for Boston weather and/or construction.

Projects:  The Runway 3/21 pavement and paint project was completed in September.  The electrical projects (taxiway lighting and new beacon) are scheduled for mid-October and should be complete in early November.  The RSA and Runway Extension Environmental Assessment/Alternative Analyses were completed in draft form and will be presented to the public on October 10, 2016.  After a 30-day comment period, a final review of the study will be presented to the public on November 14, 2016.
