1. Projects:  Please see Stantec’s report for an overview of the projects.

2. Terminal Construction:  The old Downeast Air hangar was released to Sheridan for tear-down.  Downeast has contracted with a third party to move specific parts of the old hangar to a new location.  The old hangar is expected to be down by the first week of May, which will put Sheridan more than two weeks ahead of their original schedule.  We (airport, Cape Air, TSA, APAC and Stantec) met with the interior architects on April 27th to begin the selections for interior coverings.  The next meeting will be May 25th, in the interim, SMRT will apply the selections to a computer generated, internal rendering for our review and adjustments.  The group opted for a Maine Coast theme (piers, breakwater, rocky coastline, calm/subdued colors) as opposed to a Beach House theme (eclectic, sandy beaches, vibrant/pastel colors) with a hint of aviation.  Still many months away, but with the old hangar down and interior decisions being worked, much excitement is being generated on the airport.

3. Old Fuel Tank:  During excavation, south of the old hangar, the contractor found an old heating fuel oil tank.  We are working with MDEP to process the tank and the site.  Stantec’s on-site engineer observed the removal of the tank and did not witness any odors or sheen that would indicate any contamination, but soil samples have been taken and we are waiting for the results.
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
