AIRPORT MANAGER

ENPLANMENTS:

CAPE AIR ENPLANEMENTS:  Cape Air numbers were up 39.5% and was the best March since 2004.  Their first quarter enplanements were up 21.5% (819 up to 995) over last year.  Even if we compare this year to 2008 (prior to the recession and while Colgan Air was providing our service to Boston), March was up 18% (333 up to 392) and the quarter was up 19% (837 up to 995).  By contrast, the number of people flying on all U.S. airlines in March rose only 2.4% from a year ago (according to a U.S. Bureau of Transportation Statistics report). The national numbers also remained below a 2008 peak, but topped March 2004 when the industry began to show signs of recovery from the terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, 2001. Passenger numbers in the March directly after the 9/11 attacks fell nearly 9% from the prior year.

Reaching back to 2008, we still had a 29% increase for March and a 20% increase for the quarter.
